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2 Kings 11:2, 3
GOD’S Angels looking at the tragic events happening in this world, surely it must give them   much distress also.  With all its treachery. Treachery is Willful betrayal of fidelity, confidence, or trust’. It was Treachery when CAIN slew his brother. It was Treachery when Judas betrayed Jesus; it was Treachery when Satan tried to over throw his Lord, His God, His Creator that Loved Him.  LET US LOOK IN Gods word and learn the end of it all, because, THE KING IS COMING

2- Atha liah, (Ath lie la) the ruthless queen of Judah, was even wicked than her mother JEZEBEL. When her Son Ahaziah (  Aha zau  ) died, she quickly seized control of the Kingdom by executing all her Grandsons who might reign in her place. “But , Jehosheba ... sister of the dead King, took his son Joash, and hid him...from her, so  he was not slain. And he was hid with her, in the house of the Lord, six years. And Athaliah ( Ath lie la) did reign over the land.

3-      For six years, only a handful of trusted people knew that the Royal child was living and hidden in the Temple of God. Je ho I ada, the High Priest, loved and trained young Child  as his own Son. For Six years the high Priest planned and, prayed, for the best moment to present this rightful heir to the people. Finally the old priest secretly summoned trusted captains in the army and showed them, that the youngest son of the King was still alive. They decided to wait until Friday evening, when all the faithful people would come to the temple for Sabbath Worship, to present the young King to them. With hundreds of armed soldiers on every side. Jehoiada brought the heir of David’s throne before the crowd and,  Introduced him. At first the people were Astonished, but when they saw the Royal Crown placed upon his head. “They clapped their hands, and said. God save the King. 2 Kings 11:12. Now, when wicked Atha lial heard the noise of the trumpets and all the people rejoicing, she came running into the temple only, to discover that her reign of terror was over!”  For the priest had said, let her not be slain in the house of the Lord but, in that day she and, her followers were slain outside of the temple and Joash was given the Kingdom 
B. THE Bible tells us, that another son of David will soon emerge from the Heavenly Temple amidst, the blowing of trumpets to receive His rightful kingdom and, destroy the wicked.

1.  Who is this king who will soon emerge from the temple in Heaven?  Turn to (Rev 14:14) and I looked, and behold a white cloud, and upon the cloud one sat like unto the Son of man, having on his head a golden crown, and in his hand a sharp sickle.

Let’s look at (1 Thessalonians 4:16) For the Lord himself shall descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice of the archangel, and with the trump of God: and the dead in Christ shall rise first:

Also, the prophet was told to speak nothing quite here (Jeremiah 25:30) Therefore prophesy thou against them all these words, and say unto them, The LORD shall roar from on high, and utter his voice from his holy habitation; he shall mightily roar upon his habitation; he shall give a shout, as they that tread the grapes, against all the inhabitants of the earth.

.... (Psa 50:3) Says, Our God shall come, and shall not keep silence: a fire shall devour before him, and it shall be very tempestuous round about him.

Note: “Tempestuous “means “turbulent and stormy.” The second coming of Jesus will be noisy beyond description!” there will be nothing secret about it!”

3. What other physical evidence will accompany Jesus return? Let’s read (Rev 16:18) And there were voices, and thunders, and lightnings; and there was a great earthquake, such as was not since men were upon the earth, so mighty an earthquake, and so great.

4. Who will see JESUS when He returns? Will you need to turn on the TV? Let’s read what Jesus says. (Matthew 24:30)  And then shall appear the sign of the Son of man in heaven: and then shall all the tribes of the earth mourn, and they shall see the Son of man coming in the clouds of heaven with power and great glory.
Note: This is too clear to misunderstand. Every person alive, wicked or righteous will see Jesus return to earth. A secret gathering or “Rapture.” of God’s people are not in the Bible!”

5. Who will be with Jesus when He returns in the clouds?  Turn to, (Matthew 25: 31) When the Son of man shall come in his glory, and all the holy angels with him, then shall he sit upon the throne of his glory: (the text says all the holy angels) 

***Note: the brightness of the Lords return, Just think on that a moment. At Jesus’ Tomb. The brightness of, one angel caused all the Roman guards to fall to the grown, as dead men (Matthew 28:2-4). The brightness of all heaven’s angels will make Jesus’ second coming too bright for anyone to miss!” Jesus says, also he will return in His Glory and, the Fathers’. Turn to (Luke 9:26)  For whosoever shall be ashamed of me and of my words, of him shall the Son of man be ashamed, when he shall come in his own glory, and in his Father's, and of the holy angels. In His Glory, His Fathers, and ALL the Holy Angels, can you imagine how bright that will be?
6.   What will the brightness of Jesus coming do to the living Wicked?  Let’s read about it. (2 Thessalonians 1: 7 to 8) And to you who are troubled rest with us, when the Lord Jesus shall be revealed from heaven with his mighty angels,

(2 Thessalonians 8)  In flaming fire taking vengeance on them that know not God, and that obey not the gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ: Also: (2 Thes. 2:8) And then shall that Wicked be revealed, whom the Lord shall consume with the spirit of his mouth, and shall destroy with the brightness of his coming:
7. What happens to the righteous dead at Jesus Coming?  (1 Thessalonians 4:16)  For the Lord himself shall descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice of the archangel, and with the trump of God: and the dead in Christ shall rise first:

8. And at this point, what will happen to the living and, resurrected saints?
(1 Corinthians 15: 52 and 53)  In a moment, in the twinkling 

of an eye, at the last trump: for the trumpet shall sound, and the dead shall be raised incorruptible, and we shall be changed.

(53)  For this corruptible must put on incorruption, and this mortal must put on immortality.

Note: No one Except, God has Immortality now. But it will be given to the righteous at Jesus’ return. Turn to   (Phil 3:20) For our conversation is in heaven; from whence also we look for the 
Saviour, the Lord Jesus Christ:
(Phil 3: 21)  Who shall change our vile body that it may be 
fashioned like unto his glorious body, according to the working 
whereby he is able even to subdue all things unto himself.

[A] I want that Heavenly incorruptible body!”

9. After being changed, what happens to the righteous? Let’s 
Read it.   (1 Thessalonians 4:17)  Then we which are alive and 
remain shall be caught up together with them in the clouds, to 
meet the Lord in the air: and so shall we ever be with the Lord.

Now, Gods saints will meet the Lord in the air. Jesus does not touch the earth at His second coming. He will not appear on the earth, as many believe. His second coming will be a sky appearance!”

Jesus gave us a solemn warning about His return, let’s turn to it. (Matthew 24:5)  For many shall come in my name, saying, I am Christ; and shall deceive many. (Also, Matthew 24:24 to 26) For there shall arise false Christs, and false prophets, and shall show great signs and wonders; insomuch that, if it were possible, they shall deceive the very elect.
(:25)  Behold, I have told you before.

(:26)  Wherefore if they shall say unto you, Behold, he is in the desert; go not forth: behold, he is in the secret chambers; believe it not.

 [A] Satan will impersonate Christ’s second coming by appearing on the earth as a glorious being, and he will deceive many. This dazzling deception of Satan will be so convincing that most people will be deceived!”  Jesus has warned us that He will not touch the earth but, will remain in the air.

11. The righteous have His Word, which will prevent them from being deceived. (Isaiah 8:20)  To the law and to the testimony: if they speak not according to this word, it is because there is no light in them.

A. GOD’S People, will not be deceived, because they will know, from the Study of God’s Word, just how Jesus will come. Let this be said of us   (Acts 17:11) These were more noble than those in Thessalonica, in that they received the word with all readiness of mind, and searched the scriptures daily, whether those things were so.   Let this be said of us...
B. Any appearing that is not in agreement with Scripture is a counterfeit and must be rejected!” 
C.  Jesus forewarned us. Matthew 24:25 Behold, I have told you before.

12. No man can tell anyone the time he will return but we can tell when it is near.  BUT Jesus said   (Mat 24:36) But of that day and hour knoweth no man, no, not the angels of heaven, but my Father only.
A.  JESUS made it clear, when we see the signs of his coming, it is near. What are they?

(2 Tim 3:1-8)  This know also, that in the last days perilous times shall come.
(2)  For men shall be lovers of their own selves, covetous, boasters, proud, blasphemers, disobedient to parents, unthankful, unholy, (men want to marry each other)
(3)  Without natural affection, trucebreakers, false accusers, incontinent, fierce, despisers of those that are good,

(4)  Traitors, heady, highminded, lovers of pleasures more than lovers of God; 

(5)  Having a form of godliness, but denying the power thereof: from such turn away.

(6)  For of this sort are they which creep into houses, and lead captive silly women laden with sins, led away with diverse lusts,

(7)  Ever learning, and never able to come to the knowledge of the truth.

(8)  Now as Jannes and Jambres withstood Moses, so do these also resist the truth: men of corrupt minds, reprobate concerning the faith.

B. Does that sound like the way things are today?  There are other Scriptures, right these down for your Home study. Matthew 24: 4-51; Luke 21: 8-33. When we see these signs, we know his coming is very near- even at the door.  

14. Scripture says, the angels will be doing something when they return with him. What? Turn to

(Mat 24:31)  And he shall send his angels with a great sound of a trumpet, and they shall gather together his elect from the four winds, from one end of heaven to the other.

A. YOUR Guardian angel will probably be the first to greet you at that time. What a blessed thought!” No wonder the Bible calls the Second Coming the “blessed hope” (Titus 2:13) Looking for that blessed hope, and the glorious appearing of the great God and our Saviour Jesus Christ;

16. When Jesus returns, He SAID His reward will be with Him. (Rev 22:12)  And, behold, I come quickly; and my reward is with me, to give every man according as his work shall be.
1. That means the Just and the unjust. 

2. People will be saved by grace but, rewarded based on their Conduct, not on their profession.      Let’s read

(Matthew 7:21- to -23)  Not everyone that saith unto me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into the kingdom of heaven; but he that doeth the will of my Father which is in heaven.

(Matthew 7:22)  Many will say to me in that day, Lord, Lord, have we not prophesied in thy name? and in thy name have cast out devils? and in thy name done many wonderful works?

(Matthew 7:23)  And then will I profess unto them, I never knew you: depart from me, ye that work iniquity.

17. Scripture records what the Wicked will say when, Jesus Returns. 

(Revelation 6:15-17)  And the kings of the earth, and the great men, and the rich men, and the chief captains, and the mighty men, and every bondman, and every free man, hid themselves in the dens and in the rocks of the mountains;
(Revelation 6:16)  And said to the mountains and rocks, Fall on us, and hide us from the face of him that sitteth on the throne, and from the wrath of the Lamb:

(Revelation 6:17)  For the great day of his wrath is come; and who shall be able to stand?

1. They will prefer for the rocks and mountains to fall on them, rather than, to face King Jesus unprepared.

18. But, the Righteous will say.   Isaiah puts it this way. 

(Isaiah 25:9)  And it shall be said in that day, Lo, this is our God; we have waited for him, and he will save us: this is the LORD; we have waited for him, we will be glad and rejoice in his salvation.

                                             In closing 
19. Jesus said, He is coming again (John 14:3) And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again, and receive you unto myself; that where I am, there ye may be also.

1. Jesus came to save his people. 
2. His people keep his commandment because they love him.

3. He has said not when, but   how,   he will return and, what will happen when He does return?
