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The title of today’s sermon is:
We Have A Problem. Or Do We?
 “Who can say, I have made my heart clean, I am pure from my sin?” Prov.20:9 Can anyone say this or make such a claim? “If we say that we have not sinned, we make him a liar, and his word is not in us.” 1 John 1:10. I delight to do thy will, O my God: yea, thy law is within our hearts. Or is it? Ps. 40:8 (Modified)
We are born into a world of sin, but we do not have to be shaped by the prevailing world of iniquity.

“The Lord said I will deliver thee out of the hand of the wicked and I will redeem thee out of the hand of the terrible.” Jeremiah 15:21. If we do not or cannot find ourselves working hard for our Lord and are therefore overcome, then the law is not in our hearts, which means it is not clean or pure, and we will fall with the wicked. Remember, the adversary is walking about like a roaring lion seeking anyone he would gladly devour, especially remnant Adventists.

Grace as we know was designed to save us from sin. We must continue to work by faith with continual justification which is asking for both pardon and forgiveness of our sins. This will lead to sanctification which leads to holiness, cleansing and purification from sin. David cried out to the Lord and said “Create in me a clean heart, O God; and renew a right spirit within me.” Ps 51:10
Our Lord cannot deliver us from the terrible and wicked if we are not one hundred percent conformed. Remember, Jesus died on the cross of Calvary and cried out, “It is finished.” But it is not finished for us because our adversary is still walking about seeking whom he may devour. Yes, we have a problem, or do we? Most of us do not even have any idea at what is going on with this new world order that evil groups are trying to bring about.

Do you understand, as the scripture reads, “For in much wisdom is much grief: and he that increaseth knowledge increaseth sorrow.” Eccl. 1:18. When we hear of changes in God's laws and tragedies all around this world, we gain knowledge and with this increase of knowledge, we find it brings on sorrow. 

Lev 20:13 “If a man also lie with mankind, as he lieth with a woman, both of them have committed an abomination: they shall surely be put to death; their blood shall be upon them.” This is what our God tells us in our Christian Bibles. This is knowledge that our God has given to us and it is available to the guilty offenders. The sorrow about this is God calls it an abomination and it is punishable by the second death. 1Thess. 5:21, 22 “Prove all things; hold fast that which is good. Abstain from all appearance of evil.”
Today our government now protects the very people who want to live and act like the people during the biblical times of Sodom and Gomorrah. They can live together and do whatever suits their fancy, even raising kids, who are not protected by the law. Who can say anything negative about them or put your hands on them? A fine or jail time or both is waiting for you as it is called a hate crime by man’s Law. By the way, in the Bible God Destroyed Sodom and Gomorrah for this abomination approved by the man’s law of that day.
So now we have a transgender problem. If you identify yourself as a female you get to use the ladies room even though you were born a male and vice versa. If you are a female and identify yourself as a man, you may use the men’s room. That is man's law not God’s Law. Remember God was taken out of the equation as far back as the sixties, thanks to people like Madalyn Murray O’Hair, who spearheaded the movement to get prayer out of the public schools. 
In 1962 they argued about prayer in school, 1963 was about Bible study, 1973 was about legalizing abortion, 1980's was about removing the Ten Commandment out of government, federal, and state buildings and so on. The real reason why we cannot have the Ten Commandments in a court house is because you cannot post “Thou shalt not steal;” “Thou shalt not commit adultery;” and “Thou shalt not lie,” in a building full of lawyers, judges and politicians. It creates a hostile work environment.
Let us, continue on. Females have two of the same kind of sex chromosomes (xx) and are called the homogametic sex. Males have two distinct sex chromosomes (xy,) and are called the heterogametic sex. I just explained to you and identified to you the difference between a female and a male. You are either (xx) a female or (xy) a male. That is your identification code given by God. Any other type of chromosomes that show up, are not of God's doing and you must blame that on man. God gave us five laws, I am going to mention three of them. We have the civil law, which governs human behavior and you see where that has gotten us today. God also gave us dietary laws which govern human health. Gen 1:29 “And God said, Behold, I have given you every herb bearing seed, which is upon the face of all the earth, and every tree, in the which is the fruit of a tree yielding seed; to you it shall be for meat.
We have all types of hormones being injected into the growth of our food supply. GMO which is in over 90% of our food sources and it is a big part of the problem. Now you see why some people do not know who they are or what they are. With all sorts of chemicals in our surroundings and in our food, I can see why we as the world are so mixed up. We have contracted all sorts of diseases that have affected us health wise in so many ways. By the way, the F.D.A. Says there is nothing wrong with GMO food. If only we could say the same about the FDA.
Now the moral law which is God's Ten Commandments, still stand also. You can find the Ten Commandments twice in the Old Testament. 

Exodus 20:3-17; Deuteronomy 5:6-21. You also can find the Ten Commandments in the New Testament. This is for those who say the Ten Commandments in the Old Testament were nailed to the cross in the New Testament. Matt. 4:10 is about the first commandment , Acts 17:29 and 1john 5:21 is about the second commandment 1Tim. 6:1 is about the third commandment, Matt. 24:20 and Heb. 4:4,9 talks about the fourth commandment remember the sabbath. The 5th,6, 7th,8th, 9th and 10th are found in Roman 13:9. Now that we can find the ten commandments in the New Tesatment I guess it was not nailed to the cross after all. The cermonial law which is known as Moses law was nailed to the cross.

Here again, God's law is changed so man can change what constitutes the difference between a female or a male. We have a problem or do we, where are the churches on this matter. How come there is no loud protest. Isa 58:1 Cry aloud, spare not, lift up thy voice like a trumpet, and shew my people their transgression, and the house of Jacob their sins. 
Man is basically changing Gods laws to suite the sinners and the churches continue to allow this. All this tells me, is some Christian churches are afraid to follow Jesus and pick up the cross. Christ died for all of us. There is a saying, you died for me let me live for you, for God I live , for God I'll die. Pick up the cross!

Most churches not all, are scared of the new world order. Do these people who claim to represent God think they are saved and going to heaven? Christ said, “If you love me, keep my commandments.” John 14:15. There is not one church leader out there that can tell us scripture is wrong. “Lying lips are abomination to the LORD: but they that deal truly are his delight.” Prov. 12:22 Hello------- “… and the scripture cannot be broken. John 10:35’
Now if we continue to be influenced by this ecumenical movement and believe in spiritualism among other wrong teachings, we do have a problem. Are we following the script of the adversary?

The government officials stand up with their proud look and their lying tongues pointing fingers at us and telling us to obey their laws, not God's. Meanwhile, they are shedding innocent blood with their slick and wicked imitation of the law. They move so fast that their mischievous laws are passed as quickly. 

They have false witnesses who will justify why laws of abomination can be changed to suit the genetic change of human behavior. Now you have so much dissension among the people they do not know if they are coming or going. God hates these seven deadly sins. The word hate in God terms means to reject. We Know “God is love.” 1 John 4:8.
2Tim 3:16 “All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness:” 
1Tim 6:3-7 “If any man teach otherwise, and consent not to wholesome words, even the words of our Lord Jesus Christ, and to the doctrine which is according to godliness; He is proud, knowing nothing, but doting about questions and strifes of words, whereof cometh envy, strife, railings, evil surmisings, Perverse disputings of men of corrupt minds, and destitute of the truth, supposing that gain is godliness: from such withdraw thyself. But godliness with contentment is great gain. For we brought nothing into this world, and it is certain we can carry nothing out. It is not how long you live, it is how well you lived.”
The scripture for the day is in 1Thess. 5:21-22 “Prove all things; hold fast that which is good. Abstain from all appearance of evil.”
We have a problem ... or do we? They took God out of everything and we Christians, the church, allowed this to happen. When you continue to elect political officials at all government levels, who mean you no good, this is what you get. While we are sleeping the adversary is awake, plotting his next move. 

Look, it is so bad for the tax exempt churches that if they continue to speak Biblical truth on same sex marriage, abortion and freedom of speech, they could lose their tax exempt status. Now you know most churches do not want to lose this free money. We the church have failed to realize, that faith makes things possible … not easy.

In God we trust, that is printed on the back of your paper bills. You would think they would stand by that slogan. Sounds like to me that is all it is, just a slogan. Mat 12:36, 37 says, “But I say unto you, That every idle word that men shall speak, they shall give account thereof in the day of judgment. For by thy words thou shalt be justified, and by thy words thou shalt be condemned.” Now WE can say in God We Trust.

We have a problem or do we, as a Christian nation? Are we a Christian nation? Do we have Christian values? Do we follow God’s commandments? “But he answered and said, It is written, Man shall not live by bread alone, but by every word that proceedeth out of the mouth of God.” Mat. 4:4. “If any man will do his will, he shall know of the doctrine, whether it be of God, or whether I speak of myself.” John 7:17
Some people have already made up their minds as to what they are going to accept, and what they'll never accept, even if the Bible says differently.
What happened to freedom of speech? What happen to the separation of church and state? I thought the Protestant churches were to suppress movements like these. The churches came into existence during the dark ages, because of people like the Waldensians, the Albigensis,  and Huss and during the 16th century reformation with people like the Hugenots,  Luther, Calvin, Knox, the Wesley brothers, and of course God’s Spirit guiding these courageous with the Bible, obedience, grace, holiness, etc. and the list goes on. These people picked up the cross and faithfully followed their Master. 

Mat. 16:26 says, “For what is a man profited, if he shall gain the whole world, and lose his own soul? Or what shall a man give in exchange for this soul? 
Pro. 3:5-7 also says, “Trust in the LORD with all thine heart; and lean not unto thine own understanding. In all thy ways acknowledge him and he shall direct thy paths. Be not wise in thine own eyes, fear the LORD, and depart from evil.”
We see the New World Order is on the move; God's laws are forever being changed. Protestants churches do not protest anymore. They cannot or will not suppress anything since they have joined the Mother harlot in the ecumenical movement. Rev. 17:5 says, “And upon her forehead was a name written, MYSTERY, BABYLON THE GREAT, THE MOTHER OF HARLOTS AND ABOMINATIONS OF THE EARTH.” 
I thought all Christian denominations studied the same Bible, I thought we understood the same words in the Bible, you know God’s words. The total influence of the Vatican has mesmerized the whole world. When the Pope gave that apologetic speech to the churches about Rome’s past evilness, they fell for it, as well as the leaders of the Seventh-day Adventist Church. Have we forgotten from the year 538 ad until 1798 ad, that it has been estimated that more than 50 million people were martyed for their faith? Remember in 1798 the Papacy was wounded. Then around 1929 was the beginning of the papal wound being healed. Do we still not know how the adversary works? 

Adding to that the Pope apologized to the L.G.B.T. community because someone in the Catholic church spoke out of line about them. In other words, The L.G.B.T. group are and will be accepted in this world regardless of what God's standards are. 

Rev.13:3 says, “And I saw one of his heads as it were wounded to death and his deadly wound was healed, and all the world wondered after the beast. The protesting days are over for the most part. We still do not understand Daniel 7:25 which says, “And he shall speak great words against the most High and wear out the saints of the most High and to think to change times and the laws.” 
This religious and political power, the Vatican, speaks for them, the churches and most governments of the world. We are suppose to be led down that narrow pathway through and by our so called religious leaders and our government. Are we to follow a religious political power who has yet to clean out its own house of horror? All the world is following after the beast. We are in trouble. Or are we?

Didn't Jesus die for us? So why are we now afraid to pick up the cross? Most of theworld has chosen to follow the Mother Whore instead. O what a tangled web we have weaved. 

Remember, “To the law and to the testimony, if they speak not according to this word, it is because there is no light in them.” Isaiah 8:20.
‘Search me, O God, and know my heart: try me, and know my thoughts: And see if there be any wicked way in me, and lead me in the way everlasting.” Ps.139:23, 24. 
I think we as Christians need to check and see if we are reading and understanding the same Bible that God had passed down to us. How can we misinterpret the good book so wrongly? My understanding is that a 5 year old child back during the biblical days could read and understand the Bible if they put their mind to it and be on the same accord. Back then, they only had the Old Testament. This tells us that quite a few Christian’s beliefs and teachings are totally different when it comes to understanding or interpreting God's word. God said, “For I am the Lord I change not.” Malachi 3:6. Christ gave the world a lot of knowledge yet in this world we live in, it came with a lot of sorrow. Now WE know, no man can serve two masters. 

We know, “The rich ruleth over the poor, and the borrower is the servant of the lender.” Prov. 22:7. This Proverb to me does not just speak about money. To me it also means the rich have the power to do whatever they want and as we the borrower, we are indebted to them. (Government hand outs) 

We have gotten so lacking in faith that we depend on man, not God, to take care of us. When God’s people started complaining they were hungry, who took care of them? When they were thirsty and wanted water, who took care of them? When Pharaohs army was upon them, ready to destroy them, who took care of them? With all that God did to protect, feed and lead his people to the Promised Land, they God's chosen people lost hindsight of the blessings offered to them. All they had to do was stick together, keep the faith and be obedient according to the covenant promise by our Lord and Savior and He would do the rest. Now you show me the difference in yesterday’s promise and todays. The first promise was written down and we blew it. The second covenant was put in our heart souls and mind and most of the world today are blowing it. 

This should not be when Jesus Christ showed us the way, all we need to do is pick up the cross. We have that power. A spiritual song asks us, would you be free from the burden of sin? Would you be free from your passion and pride? Would you do service for Jesus your King? The answer is, “There is power in the blood.”
Christ said to us, “In my Father's house are many mansions: if it were not so, I would have told you. I go to prepare a place for you. And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again, and receive you unto myself; that where I am, there ye may be also.” John 14:2-3.
This is a house where all of Christ children belong. In this house, we know who we are, and where we stand. We identify with God the Father and our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ What more can we ask for with this promise and living with the Father and his Son our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ? 
“Think not that I am come to destroy the law, or the prophets: I am not come to destroy, but to fulfil.” Matt.5:17 
Prov 10:15 “The rich man's wealth is his strong city: the destruction of the poor is their poverty.” 
“For it is easier for a camel to go through a needle's eye than for a rich man to enter into the kingdom of God.” Luke 18:25. 
Hold on, and they that heard it said, Who then can be saved? “He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved; but he that believeth not shall be damned.” Mark 16:16
Christ said, “I am Alpha and Omega, the beginning and the end, the first and the last.” Rev.22:13. 
Look, “For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God.” “For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.” Rom. 3:23; Rom6:23.
Our Lord and Savior reminded us when he said, “I am the vine, ye are the branches: He that abideth in me, and I in him, the same bringeth forth much fruit: for without me ye can do nothing.” John 15:5 
“Therefore as by the offence of one judgment came upon all men to condemnation; (Adam) even so by the righteousness of one the free gift came upon all men unto justification of life. (Jesus) Rom. 5:18
“Come unto me, all ye that labour and are heavy laden, and I will give you rest. Take my yoke upon you, and learn of me; for I am meek and lowly in heart: and ye shall find rest unto your souls.” Matthew 11:28, 29.
How many of us really leave our problems to Christ? Come to me all ye that labour and are heavy laden, the way. Take up my yoke upon you and learn, the truth. I am meek and lowly in heart, his life. 
“A new heart also will I give you, and a new spirit will I put within you: and I will take away the stony heart out of your flesh, and I will give you an heart of flesh.” Ezek. 36:26.
