The title of today’s sermon is:
Precious Bible Promises – A Bible Study
We will be looking at different scriptures that carry a special promise from God or even several promises. We want to identify each promise and what it should mean to us. So this study will be a dialogue and I pray that we will be blessed. We will read the verses together and then I want to you raise your hand if you see a command or the promise, state the command, then the promise and then what it should mean to you personally and all of us as a church body. Do not give me all the commands or promises that are in the verse, just one and the next person will give another. Sometimes we are given a command and then the promise. Other times we may be given the promise and then the command. Our first scripture is
Deut. 31: 6 “Be strong and of a good courage, fear not, nor be afraid of them: for the LORD thy God, he it is that doth go with thee; he will not fail thee, nor forsake thee.”  3 specific promises:
A. Command - Fear not, nor be afraid of them;

B. Promise - the LORD thy God, he it is that doth go with thee;

C. Promise - he will not fail thee, 

D. Promise - nor forsake thee

Deut. 31:8 “And the LORD, he it is that doth go before thee; he will be with thee, he will not fail thee, neither forsake thee: fear not, neither be dismayed.”  A repeat of 3 specific promises:
A. Promise - the LORD, he it is that doth go before thee; he will be with thee,

B. Promise - he will not fail thee,

C. Promise - neither forsake thee:

D. Command - fear not, neither be dismayed.

Joshua 1:5 “There shall not any man be able to stand before thee all the days of thy life: as I was with Moses, so I will be with thee: I will not fail thee, nor forsake thee.”  4 more promises:
A. Promise - no man be able to stand before thee all the days of thy life:
B. Promise - as I was with Moses, so I will be with thee:
C. Promise - I will not fail thee, 
D. Promise - I will not forsake thee.

Joshua 1:9 “Have not I commanded thee? Be strong and of a good courage; be not afraid, neither be thou dismayed: for the LORD thy God [is] with thee whithersoever thou goest.”  3 commands and one promise:
A. Command - Be strong and of a good courage;
B. Command - be not afraid,

C. Command - neither be thou dismayed:
D. Promise - for the LORD thy God [is] with thee whithersoever thou goest.
1 Samuel 12:22 “For the LORD will not forsake his people for his great name's sake: because it hath pleased the LORD to make you his people.”  
A. Promise - For the LORD will not forsake his people for his great name's sake

Psalm 27:14 “Wait on the LORD: be of good courage, and he shall strengthen thine heart: wait, I say, on the LORD.” 
A. Command - Wait on the LORD: be of good courage
B. Promise - he shall strengthen thine heart:

A. Promise - LORD God [is] a sun and shield:
B. Promise – LORD will give grace and glory:
C. Promise – no good [thing] will he withhold from them that walk uprightly.”

Proverbs 1:33 “But whoso hearkeneth unto me shall dwell safely, and shall be quiet from fear of evil.”
A. Requirement - whoso hearkeneth unto me

A. Promise – I will be merciful to their unrighteousness, and their sins and their iniquities will I remember no more. (Statement was in verse 10 regarding the New Covenant which God was to put into their minds and write in their hearts.
