“Daniel Chapter 9”

The title of today’s sermon is: “Daniel Chapter 9” 
Before we begin, let us pray …
In our studies of the last several weeks, we looked at how there would be the rise and fall of 4 world empires, culminating in the divided nations that would last until Jesus comes.
In Daniel chapter 7, we studied about the rise of the little horn power which through 10 Biblical points of identification proved to be The Papacy at Rome!
Now let us get into today’s study, Daniel chapter 9. The first part we want to study is Daniel’s SELFLESS prayer. This man was a holy man, but he included himself in confessing the sins of the rebellious Jewish nation.
Let us read together Daniel 9:3, 4 “And I set my face unto the Lord God, to seek by prayer and supplications, with fasting, and sackcloth, and ashes:  And I prayed unto the LORD my God, and made my confession, and said,  (STOP) God’s prophet said this: “Daniel did not seek to excuse himself or his people before God; but in humility and contrition of soul he confessed the full extent and demerit of their transgressions, and vindicated God's dealings as just toward a nation that had set at nought His requirements and would not profit by His entreaties.” {5T 636.1}
Let us read together the rest of verse 4 and verse 5, “O Lord, the great and dreadful God, keeping the covenant and mercy to them that love him, and to them that keep his commandments; We have sinned, and have committed iniquity, and have done wickedly, and have rebelled, even by departing from thy precepts and from thy judgments:
Now verses 6-19, “Neither have we hearkened unto thy servants the prophets, which spake in thy name to our kings, our princes, and our fathers, and to all the people of the land.  O Lord, righteousness [belongeth] unto thee, but unto us confusion of faces, as at this day; to the men of Judah, and to the inhabitants of Jerusalem, and unto all Israel, [that are] near, and [that are] far off, through all the countries whither thou hast driven them, because of their trespass that they have trespassed against thee. O Lord, to us belongeth confusion of face, to our kings, to our princes, and to our fathers, because we have sinned against thee.  To the Lord our God belong mercies and forgivenesses, though we have rebelled against him; Neither have we obeyed the voice of the LORD our God, to walk in his laws, which he set before us by his servants the prophets. Yea, all Israel have transgressed thy law, even by departing, that they might not obey thy voice; therefore the curse is poured upon us, and the oath that [is] written in the law of Moses the servant of God, because we have sinned against him.  And he hath confirmed his words, which he spake against us, and against our judges that judged us, by bringing upon us a great evil: for under the whole heaven hath not been done as hath been done upon Jerusalem. As it is written in the law of Moses, all this evil is come upon us: yet made we not our prayer before the LORD our God, that we might turn from our iniquities, and understand thy truth.  Therefore hath the LORD watched upon the evil, and brought it upon us: for the LORD our God is righteous in all his works which he doeth: for we obeyed not his voice. And now, O Lord our God, that hast brought thy people forth out of the land of Egypt with a mighty hand, and hast gotten thee renown, as at this day; we have sinned, we have done wickedly. O Lord, according to all thy righteousness, I beseech thee, let thine anger and thy fury be turned away from thy city Jerusalem, thy holy mountain: because for our sins, and for the iniquities of our fathers, Jerusalem and thy people are become a reproach to all that are about us. Now therefore, O our God, hear the prayer of thy servant, and his supplications, and cause thy face to shine upon thy sanctuary that is desolate, for the Lord's sake. O my God, incline thine ear, and hear; open thine eyes, and behold our desolations, and the city which is called by thy name: for we do not present our supplications before thee for our righteousnesses, but for thy great mercies. O Lord, hear; O Lord, forgive; O Lord, hearken and do; defer not, for thine own sake, O my God: for thy city and thy people are called by thy name.”

 Now something is about to happen as we read verse 20, “And whiles I was speaking, and praying, and confessing my sin and the sin of my people Israel, and presenting my supplication before the LORD my God for the holy mountain of my God;”  

There is a holy interruption! Daniel 9:21 “Yea, whiles I was speaking in prayer, even the man Gabriel, whom I had seen in the vision at the beginning, being caused to fly swiftly, touched me about the time of the evening oblation.” 
Daniel 9:22, 23 “And he informed [me], and talked with me, and said, O Daniel, I am now come forth to give thee skill and understanding. At the beginning of thy supplications the commandment came forth, and I am come to show thee; for thou [art] greatly beloved: therefore understand the matter, and consider the vision.

Now the vision we are talking about here is what we discussed in Daniel Chapter 8 two Sabbaths ago. It was in verse 14. “And he said unto me, Unto two thousand and three hundred days; then shall the sanctuary be cleansed.”

Now we will get into this amazing prophecy, Daniel 9:24 “Seventy weeks are determined upon thy people and upon thy holy city, to finish the transgression, and to make an end of sins, and to make reconciliation for iniquity, and to bring in everlasting righteousness, and to seal up the vision and prophecy, and to anoint the most Holy.”
The word “determined” means cut off or separated from. The prophecy says upon thy people and would be referring to Daniel’s people, the Jews. It actually has a two-fold meaning in this verse14 as #1. The 70 weeks are cut off of the 2300 days; and #2. A probationary period for the Jews, 70 weeks = 490 prophetic days, or 490 literal years. If they fail to reform, they will be cut off as chosen people.
Remember our prophetic key in Ezekiel 4:6 and Numbers 14:34. Each prophetic day equals a literal year.
 It would really help if the Bible can tell us when the 2300 day/years and the 70 week (490 year) prophecy begins. Does chapter 9 give us a clue? Verse 25:

Daniel 9:24 “Know therefore and understand, [that] from the going forth of the commandment to restore and to build Jerusalem unto the Messiah the Prince [shall be] seven weeks, and threescore and two weeks:” 

Ezra 7:7 is where we find the decree of King Artaxerxes to rebuild Jerusalem, which was given in 457 BC.

Also, the angel instructed that 69 weeks from 457 BC would come to the Messiah the Prince. Did this happen?

And of course the word Messiah means the “Anointed One.”

 “… unto the Messiah the Prince [shall be] seven weeks, and threescore and two weeks:” 

Same Bible formula. Each prophetic day equals a literal year.7 + 62 = 69 weeks = 483 days = 483 years.

So we have 457 BC as a starting point and after 483 years it takes us to 27 AD when the Messiah was anointed at His baptism.
Scripture reads in Luke 3:1 “Now in the fifteenth year of the reign of Tiberius Caesar, Pontius Pilate being governor of Judaea, …” The fifteenth year of the reign of Tiberius Caesar was exactly 27 AD, Jesus was baptized on time.
Luke 3:21, 22 “Now when all the people were baptized, it came to pass, that Jesus also being baptized, and praying, the heaven was opened, And the Holy Ghost descended in a bodily shape like a dove upon him, and a voice came from heaven, which said, Thou art my beloved Son; in thee I am well pleased.”  

Acts 10:37, 38 “That word, I say, ye know, … after the baptism which John preached; How God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Ghost and with power: …”
The prophecy was 70 weeks, so there is one prophetic week or 7 literal years left in the prophecy 
The week of time, 7 literal years would be between 27 AD and 34 AD.
Now let’s read this amazing prophecy in Daniel 9:26, “And after threescore and two weeks shall Messiah be cut off, but not for himself: and the people of the prince that shall come shall destroy the city and the sanctuary; …

The prophecy in the Old Testament Isaiah 53:5 “… for he was cut off out of the land of the living: for the transgression of my people was he stricken.”

Daniel 9:27 “And he shall confirm the covenant with many for one week: and in the midst of the week he shall cause the sacrifice and the oblation to cease, …”
The middle of the week or the middle of 7. What is half of 7? 3-1/2. So 3-1/2 years from the fall of 27 AD would be the Spring of 31 AD.
Here’s what that looks like on our chart. Baptized in the fall of 27 AD; crucified in the Spring of 31 AD and 3-1/2 years remaining probation for the Jews.
Mark 15:38 “And the veil of the temple was rent in twain from the top to the bottom.”

The moment Jesus died, the priests who were performing the evening sacrifice witnessed the veil in the sanctuary, tear from top to bottom by the unseen hands of God. The little lamb escaped as the knife dropped from the priest’s hand and the glory of God left the sanctuary.
Christ was crucified exactly on time as prophesied by Daniel 568 years before it happened.
In Acts 1:11 at the ascension of Jesus, the angels tell the disciples that “…this same Jesus, which is taken up from you into heaven, shall so come in like manner as ye have seen him go into heaven.” There in 31 AD Jesus ascended to heaven with His blood, to begin the work of High Priest in the Holy part of the heavenly sanctuary.

As we read in Hebrews 9:11, 12 “… that is to say, not of this building;  Neither by the blood of goats and calves, but by his own blood he entered in once into the holy place, …”

Let us return now to our 7 year prophecy as we had 3-1/2 years remaining. Daniel 9:27 said, “And he shall confirm the covenant with many for one week: …”
As was prophesied in Daniel, if the Jewish nation did not meet all of God’s conditions required in their 490 year probationary period, they would be cut off as the chosen people and the gospel would then go to the Gentiles. The fall of 34 AD was the conclusion of that time and it was marked by a strange event.
Stephen, one of the seven deacons, a godly man full of the Holy Spirit, was stoned to death as the Jewish leaders rejected the gospel by his witness and the gospel would now go to the Gentiles. So many in the churches of Babylon think the Jewish nation will come to glory again, however, every Jew that is saved must do so as individuals who accept Jesus as their Savior. 

Now we need to know what would happen at the end of the 2,300 years.
Well according to Daniel 8:14, the sanctuary would be cleansed.

What then would be the cleansing of the sanctuary?
We know according to Leviticus 16:30 that the High Priest would enter the most holy place on what was called the Day of Atonement to cleanse both the sanctuary of its sins which have been accumulating all year and transfer such sins to a scapegoat which was led into the wilderness.

So the cleansing of the sanctuary in ancient Israel was a day of judgement for Israel, symbolizing the final judgement.

So when would this Sanctuary or final judgment begin?
When the 2300 years concluded in 1844 AD.
God’s prophet wrote this: “As a people, we should be earnest students of prophecy; we should not rest until we become intelligent in regard to the subject of the sanctuary, which is brought out in the visions of Daniel and John. This subject sheds great light on our present position and work, and gives us unmistakable proof that God has led us in our past experience. It explains our disappointment in 1844, showing us that the sanctuary to be cleansed was not the earth, as we had supposed, but that Christ then entered into the most holy apartment of the heavenly sanctuary, and is there performing the closing work of His priestly office, in fulfillment of the words of the angel to the prophet Daniel, "Unto two thousand and three hundred days; then shall the sanctuary be cleansed."  {Ev 222.3}

In the first angel’s message found in Revelation 14:7 we find these words: “Saying with a loud voice, Fear God, and give glory to him; for the hour of his judgment is come: …”
Since the year 1844 we have been in what the Bible calls “God’s judgment hour.”
Every case of the dead from righteous Abel, down through the millenniums to the present, has been judged and decided for eternal life or eternal loss and separation from God. We don’t even know if the judgment of the living has begun, but even if it hasn’t begun yet, what kind of lives ought we to be living in the light of the cross?
So here on the chart we are living somewhere in the judgment period just before the end of the world. 

God’s prophet wrote this in GC 482.1, “Every man's work passes in review before God and is registered for faithfulness or unfaithfulness. Opposite each name in the books of heaven is entered with terrible exactness. every wrong word, every selfish act, every unfulfilled duty, and every secret sin, with every artful dissembling. Heaven-sent warnings or reproofs neglected, wasted moments, unimproved opportunities, the influence exerted for good or for evil, with its far-reaching results, all are chronicled by the recording angel.”  
{GC 482.1}

We should ever bear in mind that the law of God is the standard by which the characters and the lives of men will be tested in the judgment. Says the wise man: "Fear God, and keep His commandments: for this is the whole duty of man. For God shall bring every work into judgment."

Ecclesiastes 12:13, 14. 

We should also keep in mind that Jesus wants so much to save us and stamp pardoned next to our names. If we are lost it will not be a judgement that He wanted to render for He did all that He could to save us. If we are lost it will be a choice we made by withholding a total surrender to live a holy life. That choice will be yours. Choose wisely.
